How to Unzip the Files
Once you have accessed the web page listed above you must save the files to your computer:

Windows XP and lower: right click and chose “Save target as”. Save the file to a folder on your computer. If you do not have a specific folder for the Flashcards, just save them in My Documents

Windows 7: click and choose Save. Save the file to a folder on your computer. If you do not have a specific folder for the Flashcards, just save them in My Documents

Next you must unzip both the files. Open up “My Computer” or Windows Explorer and browse to the folder that contains the files.

Double click on the first file to open it. The following will appear:
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To unzip all files in flashcards7-12.exe to the
specified folder press the Unzip button.

Unzip to folder:
\OWNER\AppData'\Local\Temp





Click on the “Browse” button and browse to the folder where you want the files to go. If you do have a specific folder for the Flashcards, browse to My Documents and select this folder. Click on the “Unzip” button and the Flashcards will be saved in this folder.

Repeat this process for the other file (name ends in .exe) that you downloaded.
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
